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REVIEWING THE DEVELOPMENT OF HOUSING:
A CASE STUDY OF ANKARA

ABSTRACT

This research is a part of a series of lectures, dealing with the subject of housing
presented in G.U. Fac. Eng. Arch. in February 1992. It is made up of 3 phases.
Within the first phase the growing up of Ankara city and the development of
housing relation to housing policy is in two sequetial periods elaborated. These
periods are indicated as pre-1960 and post-1960, based on the fact that a
transformation has started to experience almost all levels of public life of Turkish
society in 1960. A general review of these periods is given in the first phase. In the
second phase, it is attempted to examine the housing development from different
point of view by evaluating the hints acquired from the Ankara cage study, as it has
always been a model to the other cities as being the capital city of young Turkish
Republic. Third phase includes the general evaluation related to this renewed point
of view.
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
