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Turkiye'de veteriner hekimligi folkloru alaninda yapilan bilimsel calismalarin yaklasik 50 yillik bir
gecmisi bulunmaktadir. Her ne kadar veteriner hekimligi folklorunun yazili kaynaklari olarak kabul
edilen baytarname arastirmalari ile bu tarihi daha gerilere gotirmek mimkiinse de, gerek yazih
kaynaklarin esas alindigi calismalar, gerekse veteriner hekimligi folkloruna iliskin veriler de iceren
diger folklor arastirmalari bu bildirinin kapsami disinda tutulmustur. Bu cercevede, dogrudan sozlu
kaynaklardan yola cikilarak yapilan veteriner hekimligi folkloruna iliskin mistakil ¢alismalarin ilki,
1967 yilinda doktora tezi olarak, Prof. Dr. Ferruh Dinger tarafindan yapilmistir. Bu tarihten baslayarak
surdirilen ¢alhismalarda, buglin itibariyla alti doktora tezi ile li¢ yiksek lisans tezi tamamlanmustir.
S6z0 edilen lisansusti tezler ile sinirli sayidaki minferit folklor arastirmasi sonucunda, Ege Bolgesi,
Bozlak Kiltirinin hakim oldugu bolge, Asagi Firat Havzasi ile Balikesir, Burdur, Alanya ve Osmaniye
cevresi veteriner hekimligi folkloru yoniinden taranmistir.

Bu taramalar sonucunda gerceklestirilen calismalarin veteriner hekimligi folkloru agisindan 6nemli
bir envanter olusturdugu soylenebilirse de, Turkiye'deki taranmamis cografi bolgenin genisligi,
alinmasi gereken yolun uzunlugunu géstermesi agisindan énemlidir.
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BIBLIOGRAPHY OF STUDIES ON VETERINARY FOLKLORE IN TURKEY

Scientific research conducted in Turkey in the field of veterinary folklore has a history of almost
50 years. Although research on veterinary manuscripts referred to as “baytarname”, which are
considered as the written sources of veterinary folklore, may date back to even earlier times, both
previous research on written sources and other folklore research containing data on veterinary
folklore have been left out of the scope of this study. In this framework, the first individual study
carried out on veterinary folklore on the basis of oral sources, is the doctorate thesis of Prof. Dr. Ferruh
Dinger, which dates back to 1967. Similar studies conducted up till today encompass six doctorate
theses and three postgraduate theses. These postgraduate theses and the very few separate folklore
researches have enabled the screening of the veterinary folklore of the Aegean region, the region
predominated by the culture of the Turkish folk songs referred to as “Bozlak”, the Lower Euphrates
Basin, and the vicinity of the Balikesir, Burdur, Alanya and Osmaniye provinces.

Although it can be said that the studies produced as a result of these screenings constitute an
important inventory of veterinary folklore, the vast geography that has not yet been screened in
Turkey bears significance in terms of showing the long road that lies ahead.
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
