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Besinci yiizyillda istanbul’da yazilan ve halen Avusturya Milli Kitiiphanesi’nde korunan “Codex
Constantinopolitensis” Anavarzali Dioskorides’in “Materia Medica”sinin bilinen en noksansiz niishasi
idi. Ancak bu niishadan baska gene istanbul’da yazilan ve Dioskorides’in yaninda Antonius Musa
ve Apuleius gibi Antikcag yazarlarinin da eserlerini iceren “Codex Vindebonensis-93”{in de Antik¢cag
tibbinda 6nemli bir yeri vardir.

THE “CODEX VINDOBONENSIS-93” AFTER THE “CODEX
CONTANTINOPOLITENSIS”

The most complete known copy of “De Materia Medica” by Dioscorides of Anazarbus, is the
“Codex Constantinopolitensis” written in the 5th century AD in Istanbul, which is today preserved
at the Austrian National Library in Vienna. Apart from this copy, the “Codex Vindobonensis-93”,
another manuscript written in Istanbul as well, contains some works by Ancient medical writers like
Dioscorides, Antonius Musa and Apuleius, has a significant place in Ancient medicine.

This study aims to present the “Codex Vindobonensis-93” and to discuss its scientific value.
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
